You may not aegith my sug-
gestions but my aim will be fulfilled if you consider alipects of

corner marking and logically decide how you are going to pe
form the task.

1. Ride leaders while performing recognisance for tias
could note suitable corner marking positions for eaoh. fThesq
positions would be chosen to firstly ensure the safktlge cor-
ner marker and secondly give all riders adequate notiteof
turn.

2. When marking a corner ensure that you are safeltyqrod
and your chosen position gives adequate notice to rideirsche
Consider approach speed to the corner and the numbaffiaf t
lanes involved. Thus giving riders the ability to spfabw
down and change lane if necessary.

3. Itis a good habit to indicate the direction oftilma with
your hand as well as your indicator. This is most ingoarif
your marking position has been chosen prior to cleaw af the
corner involved. This use of your hand as a turn indiasilbr
remove any ambiguity to following riders as to whetymi are
marking a corner or have simply pulled over for a break.

4. Corner markers should also consider tail end Clearlie be
ready to go as soon as tail end Charlie signals toHaving
performed TEC duties several times | can tell you ibést un-
nerving when the corner marker waits until you are almjpsn
him to move off in front of you . Especially when exitinguasy
road. If you require TEC to stop so that you can commteica
with him indicate by raising your hand.

These are all suggestions for improving the riding ézpee for
all.
